Institutional English Proficiency Assessment: The assessment will result in an admitted or not admitted
score. The score is good for one year and the test can be taken once per application period on campus.
TOEFL: The minimum score is 45 (institution code: 4334).

IELTS: The minimum score is 4.5.

TOEFL Waiver Certificate: Submit certificate of completion from the school which has the waiver agreement.
DuoLingo: The minimum score is 75.

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AFTER YOUR ACCEPTANCE TO GROSSMONT COLLEGE

You will receive a notice of acceptance via email upon completion of your application process.
Your I-20 will be emailed.

Mandatory Orientation: All students are required to attend the international orientation. Failure
to attend will result in cancellation of your admission to Grossmont College. Orientation
information will be provided upon acceptance.

Arrival in the U.S.: Once a student has been accepted and has obtained an F-1 visa, the
student may enter the United States up to 30 days prior to the Program Start Date on your
1-20. It is your responsibility to make flight arrangements which will enable you to attend
orientation.

ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS

International Students must complete a minimum of 12 units per semester for the Fall and Spring
Semesters (only 3 online units may be counted toward full-time status) and maintain a minimum
grade point average of 2.0 each semester to maintain F-1 visa status.
